Requirements: In a multi-genre composition of substantial length, please address the following question: 

1. Who are you? How did you become this person? How has 10th grade contributed to this? 

2. What have you learned this year? About the subjects you’ve studied in school? About life? About friends? About YOU? 

I would think that this composition should be around the 10-page mark in length. I would also ask that you go into as much depth as you feel comfortable with. I know I’m asking you to undergo a deeply personal process and to document that process and your discoveries from going through that process in writing, but I just ask that you trust the system. Yes, it might be uncomfortable for you, but please hang in there. 

This shouldn’t be a daunting task; rather, think of it as an opportunity to explore yourself and your 10th grade year. Yes, it might be challenging, but it’ll be worth it.
